Grade 1: Gentle walk on flat surfaces for people

Grade 2: Slow to medium paced walk that may include 
moderate slopes, steps and uneven surfaces.
Grade 3: Medium paced walk that may include 
moderate slopes, steps and uneven surfaces
Grade 4: Medium to fast paced walk that include 
slopes, uneven paths and steps. 
Grade 5: Fast paced walks that include slopes, uneven 
paths and steps. These are our most challenging and 
suitable for people with a good level of fitness
